Ferrys and other ways to get to St John
Ferry Schedule between St. Thomas and St. John
Red Hook Ferry (recommended):

Departs every hour on the hour from 7am to Midnight.

The Red Hook Ferry is a half an hour drive from the airport and a 15 min passage to St. John.

Charlotte Amalie Waterfront:

Downtown to Cruz Bay: 9am; 1pm; 4pm. Cruz Bay à Downtown: 7.30am; 11.30am; 3pm. Call first to check that these times are correct: 340) 776 6412. We advise you to take the Red Hook ferry if you are susceptible to motion sickness. 
St John to St Thomas

Ferry from Cruz Bay (STJ) to Waterfront: 7:15am, 9:15am, 11:15 am, 1:15pm, 2:15pm, and 3:30 pm daily.

All passengers must carry photo-ids, even to St-John/St-Thomas and show them to

the dock or ferry personnel if asked. This is homeland security’s regulation.

All luggage must be tagged with names, phone numbers and addresses: no exceptions. Luggage tags are sold at the ferry booth for $2.00 each.

There is a charge of $3.00 per piece of luggage. This fee does not apply to carry-ons and personal package.

Dohm’s Private Water Taxi:

A private transfer to your private dock. This is a very nice and comfortable way to get to St John. They organize a private taxi to bring you to their dock and take you effortlessly to St John Please call 340-775-6501 for rates, or let us accommodate you.

The Barge:

If you rent your car in St. Thomas, you will have to take the barge to St. John. Charge is $42 round trip (ticket does not expire) or $30 one way. There is no surcharge for the amount of people in the vehicle. They run sporadically until 6pm.

Entry and Exit Requirements:

Everyone departing St. John, even Americans, are now required by U.S. Immigration to show either a passport or certified copy of a birth certificate accompanied by a photo ID. Please do not forget these for the whole family.
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
